10,000 years ago ancient humans
and wild wolves began a partnership. Some scientists think wolves wanted humans to give
them food, others believe that humans used wolves to hunt with them.

In different countries researchers are developing a device that will help people communicate
with pets. In the future, it could send owners a text message to let them know when their pet is
happy or sad.

Some people keep chickens. Soon they will keep dinosaurs! That sounds strange, but birds are
actually dinosaurs. They’re descended from the same group of reptiles that included
Velociraptor and T. rex. Now, scientists are trying to change chickens to give them the
characteristics of their Jurassic ancestors, including teeth, and long tails.
